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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

In the context of a people’s Europe, the Commission attaches great importance to
simplifying and clarifying Community law so as to make it clearer and more
accessible to the ordinary citizen, thus giving him new opportunities and the chance
to make use of the specific rights it gives him.

This aim cannot be achieved so long as numerous provisions that have been amended
several times, often quite substantially, remain scattered, so that they must be sought
partly in the original instrument and partly in later amending ones. Considerable
research work, comparing many different instruments, is thus needed to identify the
current rules.

For this reason a codification of rules that have frequently been amended is also
essential if Community law is to be clear and transparent.

On 1 April 1987 the Commission therefore decided' to instruct its staff that all
legislative acts should be codified after no more than ten amendments, stressing that
this is a minimum requirement and that departments should endeavour to codify at
even shorter intervals the texts for which they are responsible, to ensure that the
Community rules are clear and readily understandable.

The Conclusions of the Presidency of the Edinburgh European Council
(December 1992) confirmed this® stressing the importance of codification as it offers
certainty as to the law applicable to a given matter at a given time.

Codification must be undertaken in full compliance with the normal Community
legislative procedure.

Given that no changes of substance may be made to the instruments affected by
codification, the European Parliament, the Council and the Commission have agreed,
by an interinstitutional agreement dated 20 December 1994, that an accelerated
procedure may be used for the fast-track adoption of codification instruments.

The purpose of this proposal is to undertake a codification of Council
Regulation (EEC) No 1210/90 of 7 May 1990 on the establishment of the European
Environment Agency and the European environment information and observation
network®. The new Regulation will supersede the various acts incorporated in it*; this
proposal fully preserves the content of the acts being codified and hence does no
more than bring them together with only such formal amendments as are required by
the codification exercise itself.

4. The budgetary authority shall authorise the appropriations for the subsidy to the Agency.
The budgetary authority shall adopt the establishment plan for the Agency.

5. The budget shall be adopted by the Management Board. It shall become final following
final adoption of the general budget of the European Communities. Where appropriate, it shall
be adjusted accordingly.

6. The Management Board shall, as soon as possible, notify the budgetary authority of its
intention to implement any project which may have significant financial implications for the
funding of the budget, in particular any projects relating to property such as the rental or
purchase of buildings. It shall inform the Commission thereof.

Where a branch of the budgetary authority has notified its intention to deliver an opinion, it

shall forward its opinion to the Management Board within a period of six weeks after the date
of notification of the project.

Article 13

1. The Executive Director shall implement the budget of the Agency.

15
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2. By 1 March at the latest following each financial year, the Agency's accounting officer
shall communicate the provisional accounts to the Commission's accounting officer together
with a report on the budgetary and financial management for that financial year. The
Commission's accounting officer shall consolidate the provisional accounts of the institutions
and decentralised bodies in accordance with Article 128 of Council Regulation (EC, Euratom)
No 1605/2002".

3. By 31 March at the latest following each financial year, the Commission's accounting
officer shall forward the Agency's provisional accounts to the Court of Auditors, together with
a report on the budgetary and financial management for that financial year. The report on the
budgetary and financial management for the financial year shall also be forwarded to the
European Parliament and the Council.

4. On receipt of the Court of Auditors' observations on the Agency's provisional accounts
under Article 129 of Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002, the Executive Director shall
draw up the Agency's final accounts under his own responsibility and submit them to the
Management Board for an opinion.

5. The Management Board shall deliver an opinion on the Agency's final accounts.

6. The Executive Director shall, by 1 July at the latest following each financial year, forward
the final accounts to the European Parliament, the Council, the Commission and the Court of
Auditors, together with the Management Board's opinion.

7. The final accounts shall be published.

8. The Executive Director shall send the Court of Auditors a reply to its observations
by 30 September at the latest. He shall also send this reply to the Management Board.

9. The Executive Director shall submit to the European Parliament, at the latter's request, all
information necessary for the smooth application of the discharge procedure for the financial
year in question, as laid down in Article 146(3) of Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002.

10. The European Parliament, on a recommendation from the Council acting by a qualified
majority, shall, before 30 April of year N + 2, give a discharge to the Executive Director in
respect of the implementation of the budget for year N.

3. The personal liability of servants towards the Agency shall be governed by the provisions
applying to the staff of the Agency.

The Agency is open to countries which are not members of the Community but which share
the concern of the Community and the Member States for the objectives of the Agency under
agreements concluded between them and the Community following the procedure in
Article 300 of the Treaty.

2. The statistical programme in the field of the environment X> shall <X be
agreed between the Executive Director of the Agency and the Director-General
of Eurostat and X> shall <XI be submitted for approval to the management
board of the Agency and the Statistical Programme Committee.

3.  The statistical programme shall be conceived and implemented within the
framework established by the international statistical bodies, such as the UN
Statistical Commission, the Conference of European Statisticians and
the OECD.

Cooperation in these areas shall also take account of the work carried out by the B Institute for
Reference Materials and Measurements. <X]
