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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

On 1 April 1987 the Commission decided" to instruct its staff that all acts should be
codified after no more than ten amendments, stressing that this is a minimum
requirement and that departments should endeavour to codify at even shorter
intervals the texts for which they are responsible, to ensure that their provisions are
clear and readily understandable.

The codification of Council Regulation (EC) No 338/97 of 9 December 1996 on the
protection of species of wild fauna and flora by regulating trade therein® has been
initiated by the Commission. The new Regulation was to have superseded the various
actsincorporated in it>.

In the meantime the Lisbon Treaty entered into force. Article 290 of the Treaty on
the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU) allows the legidator to delegate to
the Commission the power to adopt non-legisative acts of genera application to
supplement or amend certain non-essential elements of a legidative act. Article 291
of the TFEU allows the legislator to confer implementing powers on the Commission
where uniform conditions for implementing legally binding Union acts are needed.
Acts adopted by the Commission in accordance with those Articles are referred to in
the terminology used by the TFEU as "delegated acts’ (Article 290(3)) and as
"implementing acts" (Article 291(4)), respectively.

Regulation (EC) No 338/97 contains provisions for which such a delegation of power
or such a conferral of implementing powers would be opportune. It is therefore
appropriate to transform the codification of Regulation (EC) No 338/97 into a recast
in order to incorporate the necessary amendments.

The recast proposal was drawn up on the basis of a preliminary consolidation, in
22 official languages, of Regulation (EC) No 338/97 and the instruments amending
it, carried out by the Publications Office of the European Union, by means of a data-
processing system. Where the Articles have been given new numbers, the correlation
between the old and the new numbers is shown in a table set out in Annex 111 to the
recast Regulation.

The introduction into the X> Union <X] of specimens of the species listed in Annex B shall
be subject to completion of the necessary checks and the prior presentation, at the border
customs office at the point of introduction, of an import permit issued by a management
authority of the Member State of destination.

Article 20
Exercise of the delegation

1. The power to adopt delegated acts is conferred on the Commission subject to the conditions
laid down in this Article.

2. The power to adopt delegated acts referred to in Article 4(7), Article 5(5), Article 7(2), (2)
and (3), Article 8(4), Article 9(6), Article 11(5), Article 12(4) and Article 18(1), (2) and (3)
shall be conferred on the Commission for an indeterminate period of time from [the date of
entry into force of the basic legidlative act or from any other date set by the legislator].

3. The delegation of powers referred to in Article 4(7), Article 5(5), Article 7(1), (2) and (3),
Article 8(4), Article 9(6), Article 11(5), Article 12(4) and Article 18(1), (2) and (3) may be
revoked at any time by the European Parliament or by the Council. A decision to revoke shall
put an end to the delegation of the power specified in that decision. It shall take effect the day
following the publication of the decision in the Official Journal of the European Union or at a
later date specified therein. It shall not affect the validity of any delegated acts already in
force.

4. As soon as it adopts a delegated act, the Commission shall notify it simultaneously to the
European Parliament and to the Council.

5. A delegated act adopted pursuant to Article 4(7), Article 5(5), Article 7(1), (2) and (3),
Article 8(4), Article 9(6), Article 11(5), Article 12(4) and Article 18(1), (2) and (3) shall enter
into force only if no objection has been expressed either by the European Parliament or the
Council within a period of [two months] of notification of that act to the European Parliament
and the Council or if, before the expiry of that period, the European Parliament and the
Council have both informed the Commission that they will not object. That period shall be
extended by [two months] at the initiative of the European Parliament or the Council.

Urine, faeces and ambergris which are waste products and gained without the
manipulation of the anima concerned are not subject to the provisions of the
Regulation.
